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Fiber artist, Anelie Belden will demonstrate four different 
blade designs and the modern way to piece these Dresden 
blocks using her stitch-n-flip technique featured in her Thor-
oughly Modern DRESDEN book. Select one of three pro-
jects; table runner, wall hanging, or quilt. 
 

Not only are the designs modern, they are constructed us-
ing a breakthrough piecing technique to improve speed and 
accuracy.
