Quilting on the Web continued 

The style of quilts being made today is very different 
from those sewn in 1989 when I joined SRQG. Dur-
ing those years every opportunity quilt made by our 
guild had to fit a queen size bed. The traditional bed 
quilt section at the 2009 PIQF was very small.  Tra-
ditional quilting has a long history, not only in the 
US, but also around the world. Check out http://
en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Quilt for a good introduction to 
types of traditional quilts. Today art quilts dominate 
the international quilt shows. 
What is an art quilt? The short answer: an art quilt 
is a quilt which is intended by it’s maker to be art 
and displayed on a wall rather than to be used on a 
bed as a blanket. 
Why is it art? Art is the deliberate creation of aes-
thetic experience by human beings not Nature. It is 
not accidental. Art is the process. The making of it 
employs not only the skill of a craftsman but also the 
element of genius, of originality and of vision. Art lies 
in the act of creation. The event or object that results 
is a record of that creative process. 
Why is it a quilt? A quilt must consist of three lay-
ers of material, textile, cloth or stuff held together by 
stitches. Traditional quilts follow set block designs, 
patterns, styles, fabric patterns and methods of con-
struction handed down from previous times.  Con-
temporary art quiltmaking emphasizes surface de-
sign and may not follow any set rules in making the 
quilt top. 
Surface textile design includes the use of paint, 
hand dyed cloth, Japanese tie-dye techniques, 
bleach, silk screening, stamping and collage in 
decorating the cloth. Some quilt makers may embel-
lish using threads, yarns, beads, buttons and found 
objects.  
Art quilts may be abstract or realistic in design. 
Many art quilters have a background in fine art or 
and consciously apply principles of design and color 
theory to their quilts. Whole cloth painted quilts and 
pictorial are the result of this crossover of the fine 
artist into the art quilt movement. Some quilters may 
use computer technology as a design tool, manipu-
lating photographic images and then incorporating 
those images in their work.  Others use the Internet 

as a resource for images or to keep in touch with 
other artists by blogging.  For a great website that 
links to web pages of textile designers, art quilters 
and organizations that support this exciting,  creative 
movement visit: http://mariaelkins.com/index.php/
links/.  
In conclusion, following the set form of a quilt by 
definition of top, batting and backing held together 
by stitches, the contemporary art quilter creates 
through the use of hand manipulated materials, per-
sonal designs or imagery and follows no rules.  

“Great Vibes” says Head Mistress Lavella Cassinelli 
of SRQG’s Community quilts program. The most re-
cent quiltathon had a little twist~ the guild quilted 
first, held the business meeting somewhere in the 
middle, and then went back to quilting. It was the 
most successful quiltathon to date generating more 
finished quilts than ever before (70 or so). To date 
841 quilts have been delivered to those in need.  We 
had the pleasure of meeting Lavella’s beautiful 
granddaughter, Delaney. She was a tremendous 
help to all of us and she makes her beloved 
grandma beam with pride. There were upwards of 
80 individuals sewing in various phases of quilting 
and 22 machines were humming almost non-stop. 
 

The next 5th Thursday is July the 29th. Please mark 
your calendars for this quiltathon at the Luther Bur-
bank Garden Center 2050 Yulupa Ave. The doors 
open at 8:30. If you have any questions please call 
Lavella at 545.5845.

June 3:  An exciting, surprise change: "Monet’s 
Color" with June Moes 
 

Rhonda Denny graciously postponed her knot dol-
lies TSW until Aug. 5, so we may get the scoop on 
Monet before we enjoy the art exhibits. Read on for 
details. 
 

Monet and the Impressionists are coming to San 
Francisco this summer! “Birth of Impressionism” will 
be at the deYoung May 22 -– September 6, and 
“Impressionist Paris” will be at the Legion of Honor 
June 5 – September 26. This represents the collec-
tion at the Musee d'Orsay in Paris, France, which is 
being renovated, and San Francisco is the only city 
to receive this honor. 
 

June Moes will share with the Guild her collection of 
slides of Claude Monet's paintings, his home and his 
gardens. June traveled to Monet's home in Giverny 
three times to experience personally the magic of 
Monet. She collected slides of Monet's paintings 
from museums in Great Britain, France, and many 
cities in the U.S. In 1989, June also collected slides 
of paintings by the Impressionists and when her 
slide collection exceeded the size of the Kodak car-
ousel (140 slides), she decided to stick with Monet, 
whom she believes to be the greatest painter since 
the Renaissance. 
 

June's TSW/lecture will highlight Monet's use of 
color and the effects of atmosphere on color and 
how he altered his perceptions as he grew older. We 
will explore how we can borrow Monet’s pallet to im-
prove our quilting and embroidery. 
 
June 17:  “Fabric Cards” with Pam Brown. Pam will 
be sharing an easy technique for turning small 
pieces of fabric into unique cards. Stunning holiday 
cards, cheery get well wishes, humorous birthday 
greetings, lovely Asian creations - anything is possi-
ble with  fabric. Look through your stash for a 5"x6" 
scrap of something special and create a card with it. 
Supply list on the website. Limit 15 people; please 
sign up in TSW binder in back of room. 
 
 

July 1:  “Back Porch Table Runner/Placemats” with 
Jan Andrews. This amazing and fast table runner (or 
2 placemats), using only 2 pieces of fabric is being 
presented with the permission of Gail Abeloe, owner 
of Back Porch Fabrics in Pacific Grove.  Because 
she has permitted a one time only use of her hand-
out, you must sign up to receive a copy of the hand-
out and it will not be posted on the web.  Materials 
required are: 
1/3 yard of a theme fabric and 1/2 yard of coordinate 
for border and back. (The fabric needs to be continu-
ous width-of-fabric—fat quarters will not work for this 
pattern.) 
Bring your machine and go home with a completed 
table runner!

Then, the bad news - we are solvent because most 
of our income comes in early, but the expenses 
come in all year long!  Also, some of our projected 
income dematerialized (e.g., the failure of Commu-
nity Smart to send us some overdue checks). 
 
Finally, some ways that we can mitigate the bad 
news: Support the beautiful new opportunity quilt in 
a big way - it is gorgeous and worthy of your spare 
dollars. 
 

Fund raising day at Marie Callender’s Restaurant  - 
Wednesday, September 8 from 10:30 am to 8:30 pm 
(Mendocino Ave and Chanate in Santa Rosa.)  This 
program is great: they will give us 15% of the tab of 
everyone who eats there during that time period, if 
the diners bring one of our flyers to specify their in-
terest in supporting our group.  We will have flyers 
that may be downloaded from our website.  We will 
also have flyers at the Quilt Show and the County 
Fair.  For this to be really successful, we have to ad-
vertise, advertise, advertise!  So, if you or your hus-
band or other family members belong to other 
groups and organizations, find out if we can submit a 
small article into their newsletters and let me know 
how to contact them.  If you are not yet retired, let 

me know if you may post something on a bulletin 
board at work.   If you have any ideas about any 
other venues for posting our announcement, please 
let me know. 
 

If you have other ideas about fund raising let me 
know. 
 

Mileage Reimbursement Policy - At the March Board 
meeting, we discussed and set a policy that allows 
you to request mileage reimbursement based on 
your choice of the current IRS rate for use of a vehi-
cle in the service of a non-profit organization (for 
2010, the rate is 14 cents per mile) or the actual gas 
expense (based on number of miles driven and the 
mpg your vehicle gets and the price of gas.) 
 

Workshop Fee Policy - At the April Board meeting, 
we discussed the ever increasing fees charged by 
our guest speakers for programs and workshops, as 
well as the continuously increasing rents.  Effective 
with the January 2011 workshop (for which you 
might be writing checks later this year), the work-
shop fee will be set at $45 for members of any quilt 
guild, and $55 for those who are not a member of 
any quilt guild.  We will be providing internationally 
recognized instructors for much less than quilt 
shows charge, and about the same as quilt stores 
charge for local instructors. 

In my humble opinion it was a nearly perfect day.  Linda Z, bless her heart, fetched me just before 8am.  
When we arrived, the LBAGC was buzzing with activity with tables being moved this way and that and the 30-
some required chairs and the cords and the irons.  Goodness gracious!  Linda T., you are an amazing woman 
and it pleases me that we are partners in Programs and Workshops.  As usual, our Joy M. was super in a 
supporting role.  She has a sweet smile.  I wonder if she knows this.  
 
The class was called to order with a bell and a feather pen.  Mirna says somebody should take my feather 
away from me as I wield it like a sword.  The room is, as is ordinarily the case, a freezer.  My dear Miss Vir-
ginia was shivering.  I passed her a piece of cotton batting, hoping to take the edge off.  Management keeps 
the thermostat at 63 degrees.

Laura began the class by going over ‘The Chicago School of Fusing Etiquette 101’ instruction sheet, chock-
full of information.  I learned new sewing jargon: Scrim, and why to avoid it.  The order was given to ready the 
irons.  Laura specifically said that one iron is equivalent to five sewing machines, so only plug in five to six 
irons.  Immediately every iron in the room was plugged in and turned on.  One second later we lost approxi-
mately one hour to figuring out which breaker had tripped and getting the four approved irons cotton hot with 
lines eight people deep waiting a turn.  I was highly annoyedWbut everyone else had a great attitude.  The 
LBAGC can be so meticulous that we can’t use the heater and then so frivolous as not to change a loose cir-
cuit breaker?

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There is a good reason that our guest instructor is a 
celebrity in the art world.  We were captivated by her 
whimsy, by her faboo fabrics, her lessons, and her 
song and dance.  I learned a great deal about fuss-
ing with fusing.  For instance, the iron needs to be 
cotton setting hot and one must glide the iron over 
the release-type paper.  There was a bit of Tai Chi 
required to remove the release paper for a few folks 
but even that had a reason: more glide time re-
quired.  We learned how to collage by fracturing 
blocks, free cutting, and infusing landscapes with 
overlap.  I’d tell you more but that would be giving 
away the store.   
 
Noteworthy moments: Whole Foods makes a deli-
cious turkey sandwich.  Thank you Linda T. for run-
ning this all-important errand.  I made friends with 
Angela S. and Barbara F. from outside our area.  It’s 
lovely to see new faces.  I shared my sammy with 
Eva Cooper, Prez to the Petaluma Quilt Guild, who 
was so engrossed in her project she didn’t make 
time for food.  Yes, this fusing thing is addictive!  
Edy S. bought the store.  I can’t wait to see what she 
does with all of those gorgeous hand-dyed materi-
als.
