Sewing Directions: 

Step 1 
 
1. On the wrong side of each 4” white square, draw a line from one corner to the oppos-

ing corner.  

2. Place a 4” white square and 4” blue square together right sides together. Stitch 1/4” 
on both sides of the drawn line. 

3.  Cut the square apart on the line to yield two HSTs and press the seams to the darker 
triangles.  

4. Repeat to make three blue HSTs (One will be an extra).  

5. Repeat with red, green, and yellow 4” squares. You’ll have four HSTs but will use only three HSTs of each color. 

6. Trim all squares to 3 - 1/2”. 

Step 2 
 
1. Lay out the HSTs and corner squares as shown at top of page. 

2. Sew together pieces in rows. Press all seams open.  

3. Join rows together and press seams open.
